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Higher Degree Students Open
a Window to our Future
Research

43 of our HDR students presented their findings
in an online conference held on 3 December,
chaired by Dr Thomas Yeager. Each gave a 15-
minute presentation in four different research
areas -- Business, Policy, Social, Technology —
as well as Three Minute thesis talks and
posters.

Judged as the best overall talk and the best in
the Technology stream, was Linda Diep, who
spoke on ‘Advancing the science and
technology of oiled wildlife treatment during a
pandemic’. This research is focused on
protecting and conserving Victoria’s iconic Little
Penguin population. The aim of this study is to
build upon previous studies that involve
conducting oil removal trials from penguin
plumage using Magnetic Particle Technology
(MPT) - so-called ‘magnetic cleansing'.
Therefore, this research project will continue the
improvement of MPT for the rehabilitation of
oiled wildlife and includes: improving the
particles themselves, advancing our
understanding of the removal of toxic volatiles
and assessing the use of pelt as a substrate for
oil removal assays.

The winning speaker in the Policy stream was
Arief Rasyid, who spoke on ‘Approximating
Economy-wide Impacts of a Higher Bank
Capital Requirements in Indonesia using Real-
CGE Models’. In the wake of the 2008 Global
Financial Crisis, banks worldwide were
encouraged to strengthen their financial
capacity. There was a perceived risk that this
reform could place additional burdens on
national economies. Using Indonesia as a
case study, the provisional finding was that this
was not a problem in that jurisdiction.

‘One of the biggest challenges in PhD
research is communicating the complex results
to the general public. The HDR conference
was a great avenue for me to practise
delivering my research findings to other

academics from various backgrounds. The
feedback is also very useful to improve many
aspects of the research. The HDR conference
provided an opportunity for me to be better
prepared for wider audiences and reviewers at
the international research conferences.’
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The top paper in Business was given by
Esra’a Alharasis, whose topic was ‘Fair Value
Accounting and Audit Fees: The Effect of the
Global Financial Crisis in the context of
Jordan’. This paper introduces new empirical
evidence exploring the link between the
introduction of Fair Value Disclosure (FVD) and
the Global Financial Crisis (GFC). This
research study’s primary motivation is driven
by the limited and inconclusive research on the
monitoring costs arising from FVD. The
Ordinary Least Squares (OLS) method was
applied, using a sample of 222 Jordanian firms
over the period 2005 to 2018. The findings of
this analysis provide policymakers and
standards setters with updated empirical
evidence originating from a non-Western
setting about the post-implementation costs of
FVD. The findings can serve as the basis upon
which fees will be determined. Furthermore,
the results benefit regulatory authorities on
monitoring and regulating audit professionals,
which could lead to a consideration of the
challenges of auditing for the less verifiable fair
values. Arguably, the findings from Jordan as a
study site can reasonably be generalised
within the Middle East.

Reflecting on her experience, Esra’a Alharasis
writes, ‘1 was honoured to be a part of the first
virtual HDR conference at Victoria University
as both a presenter and conference organiser.
In taking on new challenges during this
pandemic, it is imperative to find new ways to
work and to communicate with our colleagues
and partners while taking care of our mental
health and physical well-being.

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John Marion’s paper was the best in the
Social stream. Entitled ‘A Place for Belonging:
Researching Human Connection’, he explored
the experience of belonging in the context of
youth workers engaging with marginalised
young people. He outlined theoretical
considerations for the examination of
belonging, including the nuances between the
ontological and epistemological experiences of
belonging. Youth workers shared with him how
they experienced and understood belonging,
how young people experienced it, and the
practices in which they engaged to nurture a
sense of belonging.

In the Three Minute Thesis competition, first
place went to Ruwangi Fernando. In her
paper, ‘The impact of Planned Special Events
(PSEs) on urban ftraffic congestion’, she
argued that the transport infrastructure of many
cities has not been able to keep up with the
pace of growth in the motorisation rate or to
counteract the intensification of urban traffic.
Rising traffic congestion in cities not only
impacts productivity, costing billions, but is also
responsible for more than 40 per cent of all
CO2 emissions, which adds to global warming.
While the expansion and construction of new
roads may be considered in some cases,
mostly better management of existing
infrastructure is the only option to lower traffic
congestion. The current state-of-the-art
commercial solutions can predict recurring
traffic situations. The challenge is to predict the
non-recurrent congestion caused by events
such as accidents, adverse weather,
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construction zones and Planned Special
Events (PSE). Existing research shows that
PSEs such as concerts or sports games,
festivals, and conventions have a significant
impact on everyday urban transportation.
Therefore, the aim of the new research is to
investigate the impact of PSEs on urban traffic
congestion.
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Traffic problems in cities like Manila are
researched by Ruwangi Fernando




Ruwangi Fernando writes:

3MT easily stands out as one of my most
memorable experiences as a graduate
researcher. It was a very satisfying feeling to
be able to share my work on the impact of
planned special events on urban road traffic
congestion. The chance to explain my research
in three minutes to a non-specialist audience,
while being challenging, was a great learning
experience. Many thanks to ISILC for
organizing an HDR Conference during the
pandemic as it gave me a boost toward my
PhD study.

Second place in the Three Minute Thesis
competition went to Mona Basali, whose study
of ‘The impact of Shariah Supervisory Board
(SSB) composition on Islamic  banks’
performance in the Gulf Cooperation Council
(GCC) countries’ drew on a sample of 19
Islamic banks to examine the the period 2010-
2019. To test the hypotheses, the study applied
the Ordinary Least Squares (OLS) regression
model. The results show a significant
relationship between SSB and bank
performance. This study is significant for both
policy makers and regulators in the GCC
countries, to understand how to enhance
Islamic banks performance by using Shariah
governance mechanisms. This study also
contributes to the literature on the impact of
SSB and bank performance.

Third Place in the Three Minute Thesis
competition was taken by Trong Thuy Duong
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for a study entitled ‘Social change for women
workers in garment factories in rural Vietnam’.

This project examines the experience of
changing social roles and identities for women
who work in factories in rural Vietnam while
also caring for children. In the past five years,
as rural Vietnam has developed a garment
factory system, factories in intensive labour
countries in Southeast Asia, including Vietnam,
have increasingly been relocating to rural
areas with the aim of attracting peasants. A
new class of worker has appeared — older
women with children. Earlier research has
looked at why young women migrated to work
in factories in cities, and how this changed
their gender identities. Rural women workers
with children have been little studied. The
research aims to examine the gendered
division of labour in subcontracting systems,
local Vietnamese women’s experiences, roles
and identites in this context, how the
employment creates cultural change, giving
particular attention to these women’s
understandings of their roles, identities and
how they negotiate the two.

First Place in the Poster competition was
awarded to Carmelina Monea. Her paper dealt
with  ‘Community not-for-profit organisations’
online responsiveness practices during COVID
-19 and the implications for the community it
serves’. The COVID-19 pandemic has arguably
disrupted the way community not-for-profit
organisations operate. Understanding the
effect this has on community not-for-profit
organisations’ ability to interact with their



clients is significant as such organisations play
a crucial role in building and maintaining social
connectedness. This situation places clients at
a greater risk of further marginalisation if the
organisations they rely on for services are not
available to them.

Carmelina Monea reflects on her experience at
the conference:

‘As a research student who navigates her way
through anxiety and completing a Master of
Research, my participation in the HDR
Conference event in 2020 offered an
opportunity to present my work before my
peers in a safe and supportive environment. |
realised the significance of the experience was
about stepping out of my comfort zone. In
doing so, | made a conscious decision to
improve my skills, expand my social and
professional networks, and challenge my inner
critic. | now see every experience as an
opportunity to learn. | am humbled to be
acknowledged by my peers for my poster
presentation. More so, | am grateful to the
event organisers and ISILC for providing a
platform for students to connect and grow.’

Second Place in the Poster competition was
won by Russell Stringer, for his paper
‘Integration of technology in primary school
music education: the perceptions and practices
of two specialist music teachers’. The
curriculum for Music in Victoria and in Australia
prescribes the use of technology in primary
school music education; however, there are
many challenges for teachers, particularly
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generalist classroom teachers, to overcome if
they are to achieve this and gain value from
the integration of technology. This study
explores challenges and benefits through two
Victorian case studies of the perceptions and
practices of specialist music teachers. The two
cases are presented in narrative form and a
thematic analysis is conducted.

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Third Place in the Poster contest went to Neale
Wardley. His paper dealt with ‘Governance
and greenhouse gas emissions trading’. Neale
Wardley has followed greenhouse gas
emissions trading schemes for a decade.
Emissions trading schemes in Europe and the
US struggled to achieve their goals.
Considering this the study looks at the design
factors of legislation, governance, compliance,
rules, compensation, targets, phasing-in,
coverage and the distribution of allowances.
Also, the competing constraints of acceptance,
effectiveness, and emissions reduction. The
study looks at how the parameters of a trading
scheme can be adjusted in terms of the
alignment between the design factors and the
constraints. Adjustments may diminish a
schemes capacity for emissions reduction. An
effective scheme may perform adequately in
relation to governance and compliance,
although it can be shown that if the design
leans too far toward acceptance the capacity
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for emissions reduction is diminished. A
conceptual framework developed in the study
confirms that the relationship between the
constraints and the design factors will be
revised toward reducing emissions.
